
The Borough and the Environmental Commission have created a Preferred 
Tree List to help residents identify the best trees to plant on their property. All 
trees on the list are native to the area. Planting native species is important 
because they require less maintenance, have a higher chance of survival, and 
provide food and shelter for wildlife, especially birds. In addition to many 
ecological benefits, native trees provide aesthetic beauty to the Watchung 
landscape.
